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Two new sites in Latvia and Tur-
key were added to the EnviTec 
network this summer showing 
again that biogas in the Baltic can 
assert itself just as well as in the 
Mediterranean.The business is 
to be developed in Latvia and the 
Baltic neighbouring countries of 

Estonia and Lithuania under the 
management of Ramunas Riskus. 
The registered office of the new-
ly formed sales company is in the 
Latvian capital, Riga.

Interest in biogas has been gro-
wing fast in Latvia since the legal 
re-organization of the promotion 
of biogas last year. There is a spe-
cial difference in the legal pro-
motional framework from many 
other European countries: the re-
muneration for biogas is linked to 
the price of natural gas. “This link 

considerably increases the poten-
tial that we see in Latvia,” says 
Hendrik van der Tol, Area Mana-
ger for Central and Eastern Eu-
rope. After one year of prepara-
tory work, the first projects are in 
sight including the planned own 
contribution to a             1-mega-
watt plant in Latvia that should 
be completed by 2009.

A lot is also happening in the 
other direction: demand for bio-
gas in Turkey is continually rising 
but there has hardly been any sup-
ply up to now. EnviTec has foun-
ded a branch on the Bosporus to-

gether with Altan Deniszel, an 
Istanbul entrepreneur and plans 
to develop the market from the-
re. He is the Managing Director 
of the new branch together with 
Zoltán Édes. “We have already vi-
sited a few exhibitions in Turkey 
this year as exhibitors with our 
own stand and are now working 
concretely on our first project,” 
says Zoltán Édes. There is a spe-
cial focus on the utilization of all 
resources as the Turkish Govern-
ment only promotes energy from 
biogas with about eight cents per 
kilowatt hour.

The subject of composting and 
the use of waste materials as orga-
nic fertilizer thus play a major ro-
le. Substrates such as maize silage 
are very expensive due to its geo-
graphic location and the climate 
conditions. The Turkish Govern-
ment has reacted to this and pro-
motes only pure liquid fertilizer 
plants, which EnviTec is the first 
to offer on the Turkish market.
