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A special process is used to convert the biogas to 
biomethane.

This is also a reason for the local farmers to be 

happy as the company gets the biomass nee-

ded to take the plant into operation from them, 

a total of 450,000 tons a year. “We have made 

long-term agreements with the farmers for 

the supply of the energy crops,” says Pratsch, 

explaining the concept. In return, the farmers 

receive the so-called press cake, which is used 

as humus dung as well as liquid fertilizer. Both 

products arise from digestate from biogas 

production.

The responsible project manager of EnviTec 

Biogas, Joachim Karschuck, carries out his job 

with pride: “The gas can be used everywhere 

in Germany, not just on location. That’s great.” 

He thinks developing and using this technology 

is fantastic, not least when he thinks of his two 

sons and his ecological conscience.  

“This is, so to say, my contribution to the 

future.” Olaf von Lehmden, CEO of EnviTec 

Biogas, says: “This project shows that biogas 

can contribute to gas supply in Germany and 

can reduce dependency on imports.”
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
